1. What is the effect of necking during metal forming operation?

Necking is localized deformation. If it happens during forming, especially during sheet forming,
the thickness of sections reduces considerably causing failure by cracking.

2. What is the effect of temperature on tensile strength?
Tensile strength of materials decreases with increase in temperature.
3. What is flow curve? Flows stress?

Flow curve refers to the plastic stress-strain curve. Flow stress is the stress required for a
material to sustain the plastic strain.
