This course introduces a reader of basics of Compounds and their treatment in the Paninian grammar. It provides information related to
the theorization, generation, identification and explanation of various types of Compounds and their numerous features in Sanskrit. The
course focuses on one important type: &€= Tatpurusa Compound. It will thus introduce more aspects of the grammar of Panini to
linguists, Indologists as well as to the Computer Scientists in particular who are interested in the process of Compounding as well as
Multi-Word Expressions.

Prof. Malhar Kulkarni is a student of Panini’'s grammar and teaches it at IIT Bombay. Malhar Kulkarni studies Panini’'s grammar in the
traditional way as well as historical, university way and has been teaching it in both ways for more than 20 years now. He continues to
contribute to this tradition by writing in English as well as in Sanskrit. Notable amongst his Sanskrit contribution is $abdasitra, an
unpublished original sttra text on Grammar and Language.
